Blackstone Notes:
The Black Stone was a sturdy Arabian trade vessel sailing south from Tongguan City and laden with tens of thousands of ceramic treasures from the Tang Dynasty.  It was attacked by Persian Pirates off the shallow reefs of Belitung Island.
